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INTRODUCTION

1 It is compulsory for all players playing competition squash to be a member of affiliated with the State Body.  

Q Squash is recognised by the Queensland State Government [Sport & Recreation] as the peak body authorised to lead and influence the future development of our sport.

Q Squash is represented by 4 regional committees, Northern, Central, Brisbane and Southern.
Q Squash has an obligation [a duty of care] to manage the risk associated with playing squash.  Whilst it cannot force players to become members Q Squash affiliated, it has a responsibility to promote and provide ‘safety net” protection to all its members affiliated players in case of accident whilst playing squash.  Q Squash provides such protection through the National Player Accident Insurance Scheme established by Squash Australia.

2 Players must pay their membership affiliation annually OR seasonally providing they pay the equivalent annual fee.

3 Members affiliated players are be associated with the selected Club, Centre OR Clubs, Centres as they elect. Member affiliated players are associated with their regional committee based upon the residential address. Regional Committee boundaries can be found on Q Squash’s website.
REGIONAL PLAYERS

4 Regional players will only be insured on payment of their fees.

5 Regional Clubs OR Centres have a responsibility to ensure players are play up members of Q Squash prior to playing.

6 Regional Clubs OR Centres who fail to ensure players memberships affiliations a valid to Q Squash are no longer entitled to receive any services, benefits, or sanctioned events from Q Squash.

The exact level of service OR benefit will be at the discretion of Q Squash.  Regional Clubs OR Centres may appeal to the Q Squash Board where they consider they have not been fairly treated.

METROPOLITAN PLAYERS

7 Metropolitan players will pay their Q Squash Affiliation via Q Squash’s selected payment method currently SportHQ.
MEMBERSHIP RATES

8 Metropolitan and Regional players will pay their fees per annum or part there of as set down by Q Squash. This rate will be published yearly in Q Squash’s selected payment method.
9 Regional Committee’s may also require member affiliation fees to operate fixtures, these fees will also be published yearly and collected Q Squash’s selected payment method.

INSURANCE

10 Q Squash will pay player accident insurance on a quarterly basis to Squash Australia’s selected broker.

11 Q Squash will verify if an injured player is a financial member affiliated on behalf of Squash Australia’s selected broker.

MISCELLANEOUS POLICIES

12 Q Squash will maintain all data for use by the State and National Body.  All membership affiliation details will be kept private and not released to any commercial organisation without the consent of the member affiliated player.
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
